There are three basic assignments: 1) Conference room duties  2) Manna House duties and 3) Speaker coordinator.  Assistant Lay Directors will rotate duties each day so that each will perform every duty during the walk.  A brief description of these duties is as follows:

Conference room duties include introducing the speaker, lighting the candle, distributing and collecting posters, making announcements, convening sessions, schedule adherence, and keeping the general order.

Manna House duties include ringing the bell to begin meetings, keeping official time, coordinating moving of pilgrims between facilities and functions.

Speaker Coordinator facilitates the movement of speakers by getting the speaker to the dressing room at the proper time, moving him or her in and out of the prayer chapel, into the conference room, and back to the prayer chapel following the talk.

THURSDAY
ALDs give room assignments to pilgrims and team as they arrive. Someone should be assigned to meet pilgrims and sponsors at the end of the sidewalk and direct them to the Ark.  Do not go into or through the Manna house on the way to the Ark.  Get them settled into a bunk prior to going to the registration table.

7:00 pm - Send Off

7:30 - ALDs called first to leave Manna House.  ALDs direct team and pilgrims to conference room.

7:45 – ALD “Talk1” writes introduction topics on board.  NAME, FAMILY, CHURCH, INTERESTING FACT.

7:50 - ALD “Talk1” explains introduction of new friend.

7:55 - ALD “Talk1” gives example by introducing ALD “Talk10”.  Allow time to go around the room introducing each other.

8:25 - ALD “Talk15” introduces SD, “Talk7”.  “Talk7”, introduces ASD, then LD, “Talk14”.

8:30 – Lay Director Talk – “Talk14”.


ALD “Talk10” goes to Manna House to make certain that set-up has been completed and that He is certain as to the operation of the DVR player.  Make sure the worship booklets are in place ready for distribution.

9:15 - Team and Pilgrims go to Manna House.  ALD “Talk15” distributes worship booklets.  ALD “Talk10” operates DVD player and shows In Remembrance DVD.  SD “Talk7” makes comments.  LD “Talk14” leads in prayer.

10:00 - Dismissal from Chapel Service with meditative song by Music Directors “MusicDirectors”.  

  All ALDs discreetly remind team of team meeting to be held in Manna House.

10:30 - Team meeting in Manna House.

Topics to cover:

1) Remind the team that they should remain seated at the close of chapel services and that they should not be the first to leave.  As people begin to leave, this puts pressure on pilgrims to leave, perhaps before they have had adaquate time in meditation.

2) Remind speakers about Prayer Chapel prior to their talk and reassure them that someone will call for them when it is time to get dressed for their talk.

3) Ask speakers if they need more that 20 - 30 minutes to get ready before their talk.

4) Get an accurate count of pilgrims and team.  Remember this number.  Be sure that Agape people know this number.  

5) Discuss the importance of being aware of the beliefs and sensitivities of all of the pilgrims.  
6) Remind the entire team that we cannot tolerate lewd and crude joking or actions that are made even in fun.  Remind them that they all signed an anti-harassment agreement.
7) After team meeting, ALDs ensure conference room is set up and Agape ensures Library is ready for morning chapel (Working together and helping each other is encouraged). Have the following items ready in the conference room:

1:00  TALK # 14 -- PERSEVERANCE – “Talk14”.
